Terms and Conditions 

For the Hosting of a Wedding and a Reception 

 

 

The parties, as represented by the person requesting that Maverlery Gospel Hall host the Wedding 

ceremony service, will be guided as follows: 

 

1. The couple or their representative must meet with the office staff to discuss the terms and 

conditions of hosting the wedding ceremony 

2. All related costs will be settled before the ceremony takes place 

3. The ceremony is expected to begin at the advertised time 

4. There are to be no rituals or rites performed in respect to the wedding ceremony apart from 

those expressly approved by Maverley Gospel Hall 

5. The office staff must approve the programme  for the Ceremony 

6. Persons participating in the wedding ceremony are expected to observe the following 

 

(a) Dress appropriately for a Wedding ceremony held in a Christian context 

(b) Select items that are appropriate for a Christian context 

 

7. In respect to the preparation of the chapel for the wedding, the following  
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(a) There is to be no nailing into the chapel’s furnishings 

(b) There is to be no rearranging of the chapel’s furnishing without the office’s consent 

(c) Proper arrangements are to be made regarding the management of materials etc used in the 

wedding, such that the chapel is returned to the state in which it was let.  

 

8. All supporting resources must be clearly requested. These include 

(a) Use of audiovisual equipment 

(b) Streaming facilities 

(c) PowerPoint,  Thumb drive  etc
